Qarmaapik House should be a place where the Inuit tradition of coming 
together (both on the scale of the family and the community) can re-empower 
families, strengthen community bonds and create new opportunities for cultural 
expression. This will be accomplished by creating a place where the practice 
of collective living(/living together) becomes a catalyst for the diffusion of 
traditional Inuit values. The building should be a place that feels like a family 
home, not an institiutional building. Furthermore, Qarmaapik should be a place 
in harmony with the land that connects its users with the natural environment.
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
